Dear UI Hospitals and Clinics Volunteers,
Yesterday, UI Health Care officially began the 2010 Staff Influenza Vaccination Program for all faculty, staff, and volunteers. Below is a vaccination program schedule and other important information you should know:
This year’s program requires a mandatory response. That means that all faculty, staff and volunteers are required to come to a flu vaccination site to either accept a vaccination, indicate that they received a vaccination elsewhere, or decline.  As volunteers and members of the UI Health Care community we have a special responsibility to stop the spread of influenza and should be committed to doing everything possible to protect our patients, their families, and ourselves from becoming ill with influenza— a process that begins with a yearly vaccination.  There is no charge for volunteers requesting the influenza vaccination during the dates posted below.  
Is this program mandatory?

· This is a Mandatory Response Program for “health care compliant” employees and volunteers 
· All hospital employees and volunteers are required to visit a mobile vaccination site or the University Employee Health Clinic (UEHC) to either receive a vaccination, indicate that they received a vaccination elsewhere, or decline 
· Identification badges will be swiped and responses will be recorded and monitored for compliance 
Should I get a shot or the mist?

· Influenza vaccination is available as an injectable (shot) or intranasal spray (mist) 
· People 49 and younger may be eligible to receive the mist 
· Check the criteria attachment before choosing which vaccine is right for you 
What should I bring or do?

· Volunteers must have their volunteer photo identification badge 

· Please wear a short sleeve or loose fitting shirt/blouse 
Why should I get an influenza vaccination? 

· Annual vaccination helps stop the spread of influenza 

· Each year in the United States, more than 200,000 people are hospitalized for influenza and about 36,000 die 
· As members of the UI Health Care community, we have a special responsibility to stop the spread of influenza viruses 
· We must be committed to doing everything possible to protect our patients, our families, and ourselves from becoming ill with influenza—a process that begins with a yearly vaccination 
As always, DO NOT come to volunteer if you have a fever (temperature of 100º F [37.8º C] or greater) within the past 24 hours.
